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WHO CAN ATTEND

Residential households from each participating county can utilize any of the Cleansweep collection events. Proof of residence may be required.

Businesses qualified as Very Small Quantity Generators (VSQG) and Agricultural Producers (farmers/farms) wanting to dispose of chemicals MUST preregister at least two weeks in advance of the event and provide a full list of materials and prepay or provide authorization. Farmers/Farms may dispose of up to 200 pounds of pesticides only for free at the collection events, with preregistration and proof of business required.

Acceptable items include materials such as, oil-based paints, aerosol spray paints and lubricants, solvents, pesticides, fertilizers, household and hazardous cleaners, corrosives, flammables, mercury, lead tackle and shot, old gas, antifreeze, and other chemicals you wouldn’t consider dumping. Mercury containing thermostats, switches, and thermometers, and lead based paint will also be accepted.
